Neighborhood Police Department Update: John Moyer, CHPD Community Relations Officer, encouraged residents to help manage crime and build a strong community.
· Please call the CHPD to report suspicious activity at (856) 665-1200, and a crime in progress to 911.  Callers may remain anonymous.  
· Lock car doors: electronics out of vehicles are frequent targets for thieves.

· Call the CHPD (856) 665-1200 to report loud bangs/suspected shots.  Do not rely on other residents to call.  The CHPD cannot investigate unless residents call.  To date, only one incident provided evidence of bullets having been shot.  Officer Moyer could not comment on that incident.  Other loud bangs may have been firecrackers.

· To help prevent crime, the CHPD encourages lighting around the house.
· The CHPD will provide free home security surveys upon request.
Neighborhood Property Maintenance Update: CH Township provided an updated list of properties that are of concern.  These properties, some vacant or abandoned, are being monitored and owners have been encouraged to comply with property maintenance ordinances.  
· The Township depends on calls from residents for information on property maintenance problems, which can affect property values for all.  
· Property maintenance concerns can be reported at (856) 488-7870.  Callers may remain anonymous.
Cherry Hill Board of Education: Attendees met Cherry Hill BOE Candidates, Colleen Horiates, Kathy Judge and Wayne Tarken.  Each candidate presented a biography, their philosophy and goals for the position they were running for, and answered questions from the public.  Seth Klukoff, CHBOE Vice President, discussed the CHBOE School Budget. 
Other Business:

· Matt Toyer, Aide to the Mayor and Constituent Relations Director, spoke to the assembly about proposed work on Rt. 70, especially at the entrance to our neighborhood at Kingston Drive.

· The NJDOT has scheduled a tentative meeting in late May with stakeholders to discuss conceptual designs.  An Open House for the entire community is also planned.  Matt Toyer said the NJDOT was open to including the GKCA to represent neighborhood residents at the meeting.  Matt gave tentative dates that he promised to confirm.  [Note: Matt Toyer notified the GKCA on 5/8/09 that the NJDOT has cancelled the meetings as the State is not ready to present to the community.]
