Fire districts across New Jersey will have elections and budget votes on Saturday.

In the Cherry Hill Fire District, the budget is $25 million and the amount to be raised by taxation is $20.4 million. The tax rate is .446, which is not an increase from 2009.
"We're in the same position we've been in for a number of years. We know conditions are not changing," said Fire District Chief Robert Giorgio.

Giorgio said after he took over as chief in 2001 he did away with year-on-year budget planning. The district hired Public Financial Management, a Philadelphia firm, to help it with long-term financial planning. Giorgio credits this approach with helping the district avoid tax increases.
