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Cherry Hill and high ranking officers reach contract deal

Members of Cherry Hill’s Superior Officers Association have agreed to take pay freezes in 2010, township officials said.

The association of 24 high-ranking police officers in the township will, however, get 2 percent pay raises in 2011 and 2.5 percent increases in 2012, under a new contract reached Wednesday evening. 

The officers had been working without a contract since the first of the year. 

“This agreement makes it clear that the Superior Officers Association is a strong partner in our quest to control costs in these tough times and that they are committed to meaningful concessions,” Township Mayor Bernie Platt said in a prepared statement. 

The township is still in contract negotiations with its Police Benevolent Association. 

PBA union officials have said township officials have threatened to lay off more than a dozen of its officers.
