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CHERRY HILL — A federal court has dismissed a lawsuit filed by a former official convicted of corruption charges.

Anthony Saccomanno, 67, former director of the Cherry Hill Department of Code Enforcement and Inspections, sued the township in federal court to claim health benefits.

Saccomanno, who worked for the township for 31 years, was sentenced last March to 22 months in prison for corruption after pleading guilty to taking bribes from a township contractor.

His lawsuit alleges the township breached its contract when it terminated Saccomanno's benefits starting in May. Dan Keashen, spokesman for the township, said the lawsuit was dismissed in agreement with Saccomanno's lawyers, but that the decision does not bar filing a local claim.

"Moving forward, if another claim is filed in state Superior Court, the township and mayor believe it will also be dismissed without standing," Keashen said.

"The mayor is holding strong to the position if you commit a crime, and break the public's trust, you have voided any and all agreements with the township."

Keashen said Cherry Hill has not heard from Saccomanno's lawyers regarding a new lawsuit. Saccomanno's attorney did not respond to phone messages seeking comment.
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
