

Police arrest pair suspected in 15+ burglaries in Cherry Hill, Collingswood, Haddonfield, other towns
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A man and woman from Camden have been charged with burglarizing more than 15 homes in surrounding towns.

The pair was arrested Friday after detectives investigating a string of recent burglaries in Cherry Hill and nearby watched as they broke into a Cherry Hill home, police said. 

Police said detectives were conducting surveillance of Elizabeth Sanchez, 35, and Jorge Capeles, 36, both of the 1100 block of South 4th Street, Friday afternoon. Detectives watched as Capeles forced his way into a home in the 500 block of Pennsylvania Avenue.

After a few minutes, he returned out of the house with a flat screen television and left in a car with Sanchez, police said. 

Police followed the pair into Camden and arrested them there with the assistance of Camden officers, police said.

The duo is charged with burglarizing more than 15 homes in Cherry Hill, Collingswood, Haddonfield, Haddon Township and Merchantville, police said. 

Both Capeles and Sanchez were charged with burglary, theft and conspiracy and remanded to the Camden County jail in default of bail.
