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A project to upgrade underground transmission facilities will affect traffic on several roads here and in Merchantville and Pennsauken, a utility has announced.

Public Service Electric and Gas said the project will improve the connection between its Cuthbert Boulevard substation in Cherry Hill and a switching station in Camden.

Work in Cherry Hill, which is expected to start today, will affect Hampton Road and Chapel, Orchard and Hinchman avenues, the utility said. That would should be completed about April 22.

Work in Merchantville and Pennsauken will affect Franklin, Filmore, Githens, Sherman and Woodland avenues. That work is set to begin Tuesday for completion by May 1.

Lane closings and detours will take place during the project, according to PSE&G.
