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CHERRY HILL — Cherry Hill Police Chief Rick Del Campo has signed a new three-and-a-half-year contract with the township, Mayor Bernie Platt announced Wednesday.

"In my nine years as mayor (appointing Del Campo) was probably the best decision I ever made," said Platt. "In his time as chief he and his staff have saved the township more than $1 million. That's big bucks."

Del Campo's contract does not include a cost-of-living raise for the first year, but does call for a 2 percent increase over the next two years, said township spokesman Dan Keashen.

Del Campo will also pay about 10 percent of his health care premium, according to Keashen, who noted the chief's yearly salary will be $138,500.

Del Campo, who has been a uniformed officer since 1990, says he looks forward to remaining at the helm of the second-largest police force in the tri-county area.

"We want to continue to move forward with the progress we've made," said Del Campo, noting the creation of the new Office of Emergency Management center and the reduction of overtime expenditures as two of his proudest accomplishments in the past year.

"The OEM center, especially, is a great example of the cooperation between the police and fire departments," Del Campo said.

The Cherry Hill force comprises 130 sworn officers and 21 civilians.
