

Police warn Cherry Hill drivers to lock their cars

CHERRY HILL — Cherry Hill police are again warning motorists to lock their car doors or risk losing their possessions.

Township police are reporting that a rash of vehicles — most unlocked — have been broken into over the past months.

Since August, police have received over 100 reports of thefts from motor vehicles.

Police said the bandits have primarily targeted electronic devices like GPS units, iPods, laptops and loose change.

Vehicle break-ins have been an issue across South Jersey in recent years.

In a message posted on the department’s facebook page, Cherry Hill police are requesting residents to lock their vehicle and remove all valuables whether they are parking for “minutes or hours at any location, especially at home.”

Last month Cherry Hill police arrested Darryl Lee Milton, of Camden, for stealing items from a vehicle parked at the Market Place Shopping Center along Route 70 in Cherry Hill.
